In 2011, members of Christ the King 
bought almost $280,000 worth of gift 
cards and we were able to pay an 
additional $13,000 against the principle 
of our mortgage.

But when you realize 
those numbers were attained through the 
efforts of less than 15% of our families 
you wonder how much better the results 
would be if more people took the time to 
do their shopping with scrip.
